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Ab stract | This article explores the horizontal and vertical effects of the Constitution as two interrelated

dimensions of its operation within modern legal systems. The traditional view of the
Constitution as an instrument directed exclusively at public authorities is evolving in light of the development
of human rights doctrine and the constitutionalization of private law. The relationship between the vertical and
horizontal effects of the Constitution has been extensively analyzed by foreign scholars, including R. Kay, R.
Alexy, E. Barak, S. Gardbaum, E. Chemerinsky, P. Ondrejek, ]. Goodson, C. Schmidt, and others. In Ukrainian legal
scholarship, similar aspects of the Constitution’s impact on private law have been examined by 0. Boryslavska,
0. Skakun, O. Batanov, Yu. Todyka, O. Skrypnyuk, V. Pohorilko, S. Holovaty, and others. The vertical effect of the
Constitution, grounded in its supreme legal authority and its capacity to shape the activities of public
authorities, coexists with the horizontal effect, which manifests in the application of constitutional principles
and guarantees to relationships among private actors. The purpose of this study is to clarify the scope, limits,
and interplay of these two models of constitutional effect through a comparative legal analysis. The study finds
that legal systems exhibit varying models of horizontal effect, ranging from limited application via general
private law clauses to the recognition of the direct binding force of constitutional norms in relations among
private parties. These findings enhance the understanding of the nature of constitutional influence and provide
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a foundation for further research on the constitutionalization of private law and the development of human
rights guarantees beyond the sphere of state enforcement.
